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The Competition 

 

• The promoter is Tetra Pak Ltd, a company registered in England and Wales, with registered 

office at Bedwell Road, Cross lanes, Wrexham, LL13 0UT (Promoter). 

 

• The Promoter is running a competition (the Competition). To enter the Competition you 

must film a short video of what you think is the most original way to squash a paper-based 

liquid food or drink carton (such as the cartons made by the Promoter) - the carton must end 

up squashed at the end of the video. The video must then be uploaded onto You Tube using 

the following tag: “how do you squash your Tetra Pak carton competition”. 

 

• The Competition is open to UK residents only. The only entries considered will be those 

entered via YouTube with the exact tag. By placing your video on YouTube and adding the 

above tag, you will be deemed to have accepted and be bound by these terms and conditions. 

 

• The closing date for entries is midnight on Sunday 1st November 2009 (Closing Date) and 

entries submitted after this time will not be entered into the Competition.  

 

• Multiple entries in the form of multiple unique videos is permitted. The Promoter reserves the 

right, in its sole and absolute discretion, to disqualify any individual found to be tampering 

with the operation of the Competition.

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Video Content 

 

• All entries must be your own original work and you must have received permission from all 

people featured in your video to use their picture, image, voice and/or likeness prior to 

submitting the video. If your video includes children under the age of eighteen (18), you 

must have received the express permission of the child's parent or legal guardian to use the 

child's picture, image, voice and/or likeness prior to submitting the video.  

 

• You shall be solely responsible for the videos you upload to YouTube as part of the 

Competition and the consequences of producing and publishing such videos. You hereby 

warrant that your entry is your own original work and that you own the entire right, title and 

interest in and to the entry, or have the necessary licences, rights consents and permissions 

to use and authorise YouTube and the Promoter to use your entry (and all intellectual 

property rights therein).

• The judging of the entries for the short list will take place on or about Monday 2 November 

2009. The entrants of the ten short listed entries will be notified by YouTube (using the 

account details provided at the time of entry) within seven days of the Closing Date. 

 

• If you have been contacted by the Promoter for confirmation of your age and place of 

residence, you must have submitted such details to the Promoter before the Closing Date in 

order to be eligible for the short list.  

 

• The panel's decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into. The full names of the 

judges are available from the Promoter on written request. 

 

The Voting Process and Award of the Prize 

 

• The short listed entries will be placed on www.tetrapakrecycling.co.uk/squash, within seven 

days of the closing date for entries into the Competition, where the public will be able to vote 

for their favourite. The public vote will end at midnight on Sunday 29

 November 2009. 

 

• The Winner will be the entrant whose video receives the most votes from the public by the 

end of the voting period. Each individual is only allowed to vote once and any duplicate votes 

will be discounted. In the event of any manipulation of the voting system being suspected 

(for example spamming and unsolicited emails), the Promoter reserves the right to refer the 

selection of the winning entry to the panel detailed above. The panel's decision shall be final.   

 

• The Winner will be notified via YouTube account message within 40 days after the closing 

date of the public voting.  Within 21 days of being notified the Winner shall be required to 

send the Promoter confirmation of their prize choice (only applicable if the Winner is over 18) 

and full details of their postal address to which the prize will be delivered.
